The Priest’s Corner

When an Experience Happens Only Every 15 Years!

There are some things in life that occur only every 15 years. Cicadas, for example, crawl selected areas of the Earth every 15
years. Saturn’s rings disappear and reappear every 15 years. Some cactus flowers and the perennial herb Amorphophallus
Titanum (an 8-foot-tall flower) bloom only every 9-15 years. In order to enjoy these infrequent happenings people go to
extremes to have a front-row seat at these events. They plan for years.

Do you remember the total solar eclipse of August 21, 2017 (dubbed the “Great American Eclipse”)? This sort of solar eclipse
occurs every year or so, but this one was very different because it was visible within a band that spanned the entire contiguous
United States from the Pacific to the Atlantic coasts. The path of totality touched 14 states, and the rest of the USA had a patrtial
eclipse. This type of occurrence last featured itself in 1979. As a result, people travelled hundreds and thousands of miles to get
a view of this highly unusual phenomenon. We had a decent number of Brendanites make their way to a sight-friendly area of
the country for this once-in-a-lifetime happening.

So why all the build-up? Here’s why! The readings you will hear this Sunday were last heard in our churches 15 years ago, way
back in 2004. This was the year Ronald Reagan died and Facebook was born. Bluetooth auditioned and Skype wowed the
world. The Gospel (Luke 6:17-26) comes from the section of Luke 6:17-49, and this is called The Sermon on a Level Place. We
have familiarity with The Sermon on the Mount. Jesus in this Lucan Gospel “levels” with us as He teaches the Beatitudes (only
four of them) and the Woes (again, four of these, too) in a very unique way. It's worth coming to church and hearing this Gospel
-- which you won't hear for another 15 years.

Here’s a hint of reflections to come. Ever hear the saying, “You can’t see the forest for the trees”? To identify several trees as a
forest, you gotta rise above the trees (maybe do your talk from the Mount). When you choose to leave the Mount and converse
on the same level as your audience, you're a tree among the trees. There’s a perspective change on Jesus’ part here, and we
get to explore this tweak only every 15 years. Tell me that's not worth planning a part your morning at St. Brendan’s this
Sunday!

In other business, the vestry: adopted an emergency church closing and parish notification protocol to be used in future cases of
severe weather and other emergencies; received an update by Tim Austin on his committee's work toward policies that would
improve church security; learned that five members will host new-member brunches at their homes in the months ahead.
