The Priest’'s Corner

You Bring Me Joy

This week, in several conversations, out of nowhere Bishop Michael Curry’s name came up —and | got to boast, yes, he’s my Bishop
and to a person, the speaker said — he exudes such joy.

In times like these, with isolation, separation, and rancorous partisan disputes, Bishop Curry does seem like an island of joy in a
sea of trouble. And one person asked, how do you think he does it?

How does he remain hopeful, and joyful, and loving in the face of all the problems we are having? And | thought how can he not?

He seems to live this week’s reading from Philippians, “If then there is any encouragement in Christ, any consolation from love, any
sharing in the Spirit, any compassion and sympathy, make my joy complete: be of the same mind, having the same love, being in
full accord and of one mind. Do nothing from selfish ambition or conceit, but in humility regard others as better than yourselves. Let
each of you look not to your own interests, but to the interests of others. Let the same mind be in you that was in Christ Jesus.”

Bishop Curry encourages me. And | needed that encouragement this this past week, especially with the death of Ruth Bader
Ginsburg and the political infighting. So, | looked for what Bishop Curry said about her. | found that he tweeted, “while on earth
Justice Ruth Bader Ginsburg made God's work her own.” And though saddened by her death, | feel blessed to have such a man
as our leader.

So this week’s reading about encouragement, love, and joy, is about recalling our blessings, not counting our problems. Like Bishop
Curry, | know problems exist, but rather than dwell on them, I look at our blessings. And we have many blessings at St. Brendan’s.
From our Diocesan leadership, to our parish leaders, to the groups who meet, to ministry teams, we are all working together to let
the same mind be in us as was in Christ Jesus.

In our various Zoom meetings and streaming
services, | see people coming together in different ways to meet and pray together and enter into one another’s lives for the benefit
of God’s kingdom.

The paradox of this time has been that while we are apart, we are also finding so many ways to be together that | think in some
ways our lives are more entwined with one another than they were before; that moving us into new ways to be together frees us to
be more together. This intentionality of connection allows us to remove barriers which divide, so that we may live in peace.

And today, as the calendar tells us it is Autumn, we are reigniting Sunday School (virtually) and discussing Advent (and the Christmas
pageant). Quickly, some of you will be hearing from me about pageant plans. Our pageant this year will blend elements of tradition
with technology to give us encouragement during the dark days of winter.
