After the recessional hymn, please stay in your 
seats. We will give you some basic instructions, following by the drill which itself should take less than 10 minutes. 
We will then return to the social hall for Hospitality Hour, during which the Safety and Security Committee will 

make a presentation and address your questions and concerns. [PLEASE NOTE: (a) If the weather is inclement, we will carry on 
with the instructional program but save the drill for a later date. (b) A shorter presentation will be made at the end of the 8:00 a.m.

Did you know?  Twenty-three members of Christ Episcopal Church, North Hills, created St. Brendan’s in 1987 
as a mission parish, with the love and support of their former rector and parishioners? For our first three years, 
St. Brendan's services were held on Saturday evenings at Heritage Presbyterian Church on Rochester Road, 
where we also hosted Wednesday evening Holy Eucharist and classes. Sunday Morning Prayer services were 
followed by Chime Choir practice. Our first wedding and baptism were held in 1987, and a mere four years later 

groundbreaking for the original church building was held on May 8, 1991. Our first service in our sanctuary, which is now the 
social hall, was on Palm Sunday, 1992. Several of the original members are still active in our church life.
